	The issue of guilt clearly is often a very powerful and problematic one in psychosis. 

 

This workshop intends to achieve the following:

 

a) For participants to consider some different forms and guises of guilt and blame in families and in mental health professionals where there is     

Psychosis.

b) To highlight the clinical importance of differentiating 'healthy' guilt from the more harmful forms.

c) To explore the links between the empirically derived concepts of expressed emotion (especially critical comments) with psychodynamic concepts of projection, externalisation and projective identification.

d) To bring case material to illustrate the forms of guilt encountered in clinical work.

e) To consider whether the fear of professionals being accused of 'being blaming' is a significant factor that hinders professionals from working with families in spite of the evidence for the effectiveness of family work.
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
